Clear winds blow along the Baekdudaegan mountains. When
the sun sets in the west, the bright moon rises in the east.
Here, where culture was cultivated with the clear winds and
bright moon and art was enriched with merriment and mirth,
1s the center of Korea, Chungcheongbukdo. People of
Chungbuk, with their mild and integral dispositions, especially
loved the culture and arts which brilliantly flourished in the
Jungwon Culture.

After the world had opened along the thoughts of
Hongigingan and with the blessing of Heaven, and had
passed through the pre—historic and ancient ages,
Chungbuk had become the geographical heart of
amalgamation and communication in the age of The
Three Kingdoms. In the medieval times, as in Goryeo
and Joseon, Chungbuk people’s tender disposition and
shining spirit formed a light of Korean civilization. In
the Chungbuk culture of temperance, universal discretion
and the spirit of wupright, wise and gentle people, Nangye
and Ureuk’'s artistic souls shine, and the creative spirit
of Jikji merges with the i1deas of Uibyeong, Donghak, and
Samirundong.

Diverse cultures of all states and nations are precious,
just as the harmonious flowers of magnolia and peony
are beautiful. People of Chungbuk will make a thriving
and peaceful society based on the 1ideas of sharing and
concern, and will get rid of discrimination and alienation
to realize an equitable world where all creatures will be
respected.

Now, people of Chungbuk, advancing their wisdom of
co—prosperity, harmony and mutual respect, will
subjectively make an effort for Korean -culture. People of
Chungbuk, wishing for progressive culture, will journey
towards the blossoming cultural society, towards the
cultural state of the unified Korea and towards the
cultural world of this planet with this Culture Charter
as Heaven’s drum.
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1. (Creative Participation) The Provincial people shall
participate in  various cultural practices creatively and
actively.

2. (Cultu_ral Democrag:y) ‘The Provincial people shall be
the subject of creation in everyday life enjoying cultural
benefits and pleasures.

3. (Freedom of Expression) The Provincial people can
freely express their knowledge, information, arts and
relating values.

4. (Cultural Isolation) The culturally isolated minority
shall be supported o) that their 1dentity and
self-esteem will not be 1mpaired, and the minority shall
not be forced to accept the values, customs or certain
behaviour of the majority.

5. (Media Access Right) The Provincial people shall, on
an d.equal basis, have the right to use new and various
media.

6. (Cultural Diversity) The Provincial people recognize
all the regional cultures to have the same value as that
of Chungbuk, communicating and understanding other
cultures and sharing their cultural values.

7. (Inheritance of Chungbuk Culture) The Chungcheongbukdo
shall preserve 1ts cultural heritage and inherit
creatively for its development.

8. (Advancement of Arts and Culture) The Chungcheongbukdo,
cities and counties shall support the organizations and
people relating to arts and culture in order for
advancement of arts and culture.

9. (Public and Private Duties) Public agencies, organizations,
companies In the Chungcheongbukdo and  Provincial
people shall have the responsibilities and obligations for
cultural and emotional affluence.

10. (Cultural Industry) Cultural Industry shall pursue economic
values along with recognizing the cultural exception 1n
contents.

11.  (Cultural Policy) The Chungcheongbukdo, cities, counties
and relating agencies shall put their priority on
cultural policies and provide their benefits to all the
provincial people on a universal basis.
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
